The trail for this advanced hike starts at Titou Gorge near the village of Laudat.  You will be driven there 

by 8:30am to meet with your guide.  This hike takes you into the Morne Trios Piton World Heritage Site 

through a tract of secondary forest, then up and over ridges crossing two streams, through virgin rain 

forests and Elfin Woodlands before entering the Valley of Desolation.  A moon surface type of desolation 

with the volcano’s steam escaping to the earth. This surface inhibits plant growth. A few minutes later will 

arrive at the brim of the World’s largest Boiling Lake.  Upon your return from this hike relax in Dominica’s 

famous Srew’s Sulphur Spa. Reward your body with a warm soak in one of the comforting pools at Screws’ 

Spa and be revived with the sulphur’s healing qualities. Relax your mind and sooth your soul by emerging 

yourself in Screws hot natural river pools and lush vegetation. 

 

Whale & dolphin safari tour 

Our boats (60' powered catamaran or 75' sailing catamaran) depart the dock every Wednesday, Saturday 

and Sunday at 2:00p.m and return at 5:30 p.m Sperm Whales are our main focus however we cannot leave 

out our amazing friends/entertainers, the Spinner and Spotted, Fraser and Bottlenose dolphins! We serve 

local juices, rum punch and water on these excursions. 

 

Trip to Les Saintes 

Sail on our 75’ long sailing catamaran Passion north. Midway between the French island of Guadeloupe 

and Dominica lie Les Saintes eight little islands of which only two are inhabited. We anchor of a charming 

village with excellent restaurants, interesting shops and unique art galleries, exceptional snorkeling and 

fascinating historical sites.  

 

Trafalgar Falls/Titou Gorge/Freshwater Lake Tour 

A drive past the village of Trafalgar to commence 15 minutes walk brings you to the spectacular double 

Trafalgar Falls. You may want to climb the two rocks here and swim in the invigorating pool under one of 

the falls. Return to your vehicle to continue to the Fresh Water Lake at the foot of Morne Macacque where 

a variety of birds and other endemic flora and fauna can be observed.  Enjoy kayaking or rowing on the 

lake or simply explore the area and enjoy the breath taking views. A few minutes away from the Fresh 

Water Lake is the Titou Gorge. The Titou Gorge is a few minutes away from the Fresh Water Lake. Swim 

through a tunnel to emerge under a small waterfall.  
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Fort Shirley/Indian River/Picard Beach Tour 

You will be driven along the beautiful West coast to Dominica’s second town 25 miles north of Roseau. 

Along the way you will pass through fishing villages and several scenic viewpoints. Once in Portsmouth, 

you will visit the reconstructed offices and quarters of Fort Shirley. Located on a scenic peninsula just 

north of Portsmouth, the national park is best known as the site of Fort Shirley, a large 18th-century British 

garrison which once housed 600 soldiers. Some of the fort's stone ruins have been partially reconstructed; 

others are half-hidden in the jungle and are an adventure o explore. There are spectacular views of Prince 

Rupert Bay from the ruins of the Officer's Quarters. After walks throughout the Cabrits, you will be taken 

on a rowboat ride up the Indian River, Dominica’s widest river, lined with mangroves. Here you can see 

Hummingbirds, Herons and Cuckoo. To close a perfect day to you may swim at Picard, Dominica’s longest 

golden sand beach.
